Shorter Course: Approximately 40 miles with a few thousand feet of climbing will take you on the same route as the long course, but without a couple of the loops. You will have the same attention and support located at strategic points along the course to guarantee you an enjoyable ride.

Start Times: Long Course – 7am from campsite, 60 miles


           Shorter Course – 7:30am from campsite, 40 miles

Campsite/Start/Finish Location: from PDX take Hwy 26 past Gov’t Camp, follow Hwy 26 to Hwy 216 toward Maupin. From Bend area, take Hwy 26 west to Hwy 216 then head east toward Maupin. After 2 miles on Hwy 216, look for Fat Tire Farm arrows. Turn onto RD 2130 toward Clear Creek (Crossing) Campground. This is a public campground. Restrooms are provided, but bring your own water for the duration of your stay. There is a fee required for your campground site payable at the entrance to the campground. Park your vehicles in the designated parking lot only (please not on or along the roadway). Overflow parking area is along FS Road 4310 starting just at the turn to the campground and FS Road 2130. This campground is not closed to the general public, so it is advised to arrive as early as possible. Please note the HIGH FIRE DANGER, level may be announced by this date.
Aid Station & Emergency Assistance: 2 stations will support your efforts along the course. All guides will have maps and are knowledgeable of the trails. 

Route Marking: Routes will not be marked. We will all need to follow the guides, and will be following standard Forest Service Rd/Trail signs. 

Cut off Times/Transport: Should anyone want or need to be shuttled back to the campsite during the tour, we will be ready for such a situation at the feed stations. We will make sure everyone is on time for dinner!
